Being Able To Care

In our house these days, occasionally, the great Battle of the Radio takes place! The Battle can
take several forms, sometimes it is about which station we should be tuning into, sometimes
it is about volume and sometimes it focuses on the question of how many radios you need
on in one house at one time... one might surmise that the underlying issue may very well be
lockdown related.

becoming a GP, of marrying, of having children, of mourning and being the daughter of an
elderly parent. She, like all of us, had had many experiences of life all of which informed the
answer she was to give. And so she replied to the ‘what makes us human?” question with the
words ‘being able to care’. As a GP she explained that she had seen both the worst and best
of human behaviour however, regardless of her experiences, she was able to respond that what
makes us human is being able to care.

Perhaps we should all ask ourselves that very question ‘what do we think makes us?’ Is it
about being creative, or rising to challenge, about goals, about accomplishing things or caring
and reaching out to others. Dr Jarvis’ answer seemed to ring true in my own experience of life.
And so this afternoon I have spent time thinking about the people who have cared for me and
those I have cared for over the years. Perhaps it is good for us all to remember those instances in
our own lives and to give thanks for the people who have cared for us. So a couple of questions:

“What does caring look like?’

“What does it encompass?’

So many things may fall under that umbrella from care of family and friends to care of a
stranger, perhaps in the form of a donation to charity, care of the environment or even walking
the dog or feeding wild birds are also instances of caring. The important thing about caring
is that in caring we no longer focus on ourselves and our current situation, but that the focus
shifts to other people, places and things.

In our current situation, there are many instances of caring for which we must be thankful.
We see heroic acts of caring from those who work in the NHS, in schools, emergency services
and armed forces, but there are other instances of caring much closer to home. I am sure there
are many instances when we reach out to others and are cared for in turn, and also instances
when we care for the world in which we live, even if it is simply using a recycling bin. As Dr
Jarvis says, these instances of caring are the things that make us human.

Of course times change, and what was considered an act of kindness in perhaps years gone
by might not be considered so today. You only need to think of the adage ‘spare the rod and
spoil the child’ to realise that times have changed. It is possible however to forget, or discount
just how much things have changed. In recent times, many of us perhaps have become at some
level disconnected from those we live along side, hardly being able to take the time to speak as
we dash from one thing to another, working far from home and at a great distance from family
members. Our current situation for many has meant that we have once again become more
local, exercise routines even if it is only to walk to the shop allows us to greet and acknowledge
one another in perhaps different ways. Technology, including the radio, is part of our lives, and
helps us to stay connected with the wider world, however, as humans we still must care, we
must reach out, remembering that there are those who will not speak to anyone today. Hearing
the human voice perhaps on radio or the television is one thing but having a conversation is
another...so pick up your phone, or your choice of technology and speak to someone today.
And let us all be thankful for the amazing technology that allows us to care for each other in
new and different ways.

And my ‘caring’ challenge for today...not to change the radio station before asking!

An insight from behind the scenes on how the shop seems to run like clockwork (from the
outside anyway).

So, starting with front-of-house, we have our fantastic, loyal, hardworking staff, Ray, Karen
and Bethan. They work tirelessly, stacking shelves, preparing orders, serving you and all whilst
trying to smile wearing their face masks to keep you safe! Keeping customers and ourselves
safe is the most important job of the day. The hand sanitizer is used vigorously, along with
hand washing, masks on, doors open to enable the constant flow of fresh, yet cold air (which
makes the staff incredibly cold).

We continue to be supported by Aspire
coaching for three afternoons a week and by
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Judy Harris, our regular supply teacher.

We did shut prematurely before
Christmas, as some members of the
community did contract covid, but they
are all now recovered and back in school.

We are still very much missing our
volunteers from the community who
normally support us, as well as Reverend
Mary and Reverend Jane, who are no
longer allowed into school.

There are many interesting photos of Old Alton as well information on items in the
Collections, and if you have any queries - or perhaps recognise a scene — you can post a
comment on Facebook or email our Manager Cerian Gale (email address at the top). Cerian
will be checking the emails every week and she and Local Historian Jane Hurst will be glad to
provide some extra background.

This is the Alton Buckle from the Mount Pleasant Anglo-Saxon cemetery found during
excavations in 1959-61. Assilver gilt body with sub-triangular shape, filigree wire and niello, set
with cloisionne garnets and glass. The centre panel of semi zoomorphic design is gold filigree
on a gold repousse base. The buckle shows signs of considerable use and wear, the two silver gilt
bars being ancient repairs. The buckle was found in the grave of an Anglo-Saxon warrior with
a sword, shield boss, spear heads and numerous small items. Buckles like this were worn by
men and used to fasten a belt worn around the waist or hips during the 6th and 7th centuries.

New Garden Waste Service - Winchester City Council are moving to a new garden waste
collection service starting 1st February 2021. Residents can now sign up to their new garden
waste service at an annual fee. The service will give a significant increase in capacity over the
current green bags, which means that the waste is easier and safer to move and will not be blown
away or lost and keeps the green waste material dry. The current garden waste will no longer
be collected after this time. The annual cost of the new bins is £39 for 140L or £59 for240L
and covers 25 collections over the year. You can either sign up online at Winchester.gov.uk/
waste-recycling/garden waste-collection-signup or call on 0300 300 0013.

Salt Bins - The salt bins are full should a cold snap hit. These bins are intended for use on
the Public Highway and on Public Footpaths only and should not be removed for personal use.

Potholes - WMPC are aware that there are some large potholes on some of our roads. We
are in contact with Hampshire Highways to try and arrange for these to be repaired.

Vaccine Scams - Hampshire Constabulary is urging residents to remain vigilant for vaccine
scams as reports of these are increasing across the country. They are reminding people that the
vaccine is only available on the NHS and is free of charge. The NHS will not ask people to
pay for the vaccine, nor will it ask for bank details. Anyone who believes they may have been
the victim of fraud should report it directly to Action Fraud on 0300 123 2040. If the victim
is vulnerable, or there is a risk that someone has, or might come, to a victim’s house, the crime
should be reported to the police online or by calling 101.

Covid Tier 4 Rules - The key restrictions for Tier 4 require:

¢ Residents to stay at home, apart from limited exemptions set out in law

e Non-essential retail, indoor gyms and leisure facilities, and personal care services to close

e People to work from home if they can but they may travel to work if this is not possible,

for example in the construction and manufacturing sectors. Those who are ‘extremely
clinically vulnerable’ are advised to always stay at home, unless for exercise or medical
appointments, and not to attend work, even if they are unable to work from home

e People not to enter or leave Tier 4 areas, with some essential exemptions, and Tier 4

residents must not stay overnight away from home. Individuals can only meet one
person from another household in an outdoor public space.

*  Meeting other people is against the law to meet socially with family or friends unless they

are part of your household or support bubble. NB this applies to all ages young to old

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Westbury House, West Meon;
The Dawn Of A New Era

...again

With the recent vandalism and new
development plans it seems an appropriate
time to revisit an article from the Hampshire
Chronicle of Friday 26th June 1981 when the
conversion to a Nursing Home was a cause for
optimism.

‘Assuming that the necessary planning
consents are forthcoming and present
indications are that these will pose no
problem, Westbury House, at West Meon,
is about to embark upon another and vastly
different phase in its long history. The
intention is to convert it into a high-class
Nursing Home providing total nursing
facilities for immediate, post-operative
treatment, acute and chronic medical care, as
well as for geriatric patients.

Recorded in Doomsday Book as a separate
manor held by Hugh de Port, and which
“Ulnod had held in the time of King Edward,”
it clearly has a much older history. Some
years ago, and as John Hurst records in his
book, “West Meon — Some Chapters in its
History,” published in 1972, Mr. George
Walker unearthed a Bronze Age pot of about
1200 B.C. in the garden of Westbury Cottage,
together with a flint arrowhead from the
second or third millennium B.C., as well as
mediaeval pottery fragments.

The present house arose out of the ashes
of a disastrous fire which, in 1904, and
according to a Hampshire Chronicle report
of the time, “brought terrible havoc attended
by a fatal accident to the housekeeper.” The
then owner, Col. Le Roy Lewis, not only
displayed great bravery and daring “which
saved many lives in dire peril through the
fire”; he immediately set about the task of
rebuilding against a background of damage

estimated, even nearly 80 years ago, at up to
£30,000. By the standards of the day the new
Westbury House was splendidly equipped,
with its own electricity supply, a lift, a system
of internal telephones, two boilers and a hot-
water supply.

The estate was broken up at auction in
1924 and the house, with it’s surrounding
park, became a preparatory school, with Mr.
Thomas Whitehead as its Headmaster. When
Mr. Whithead died the school was taken over
by Comdr. Sherard Manners, DSC, RN, and
he continued to provide boys, and, latterly, a
small number of girls, with their preparatory
education until some three years ago.

Having remained unoccupied for a short
while, Westbury House was purchased by Mr.
Garun Vartevanian, a prominent member of
the Armenian Society in London, with the
intention of re-opening it as an international
boys’ school. Early in 1979, with some 50
pupils from Iran apparently assured of entry,
events in that country completely upset
Mr. Vartevanian’s plans. Exchange controls
prevented funds from being available for
transfer from Teheran and, to the great dismay
of many, the enterprise was prevented from
developing. A quarter of a million pounds
has been expended on a comprehensive
improvements and re-furnishing programme;
and there can be little doubt that, set in such
superb surroundings, Westbury would have
continued a most attractive Alma Mater for
up to 50 pupils at any one time.

It was not to be; and who is to say that a
nursing home of the kind envisaged will not
fully compensate for the loss of the school.

Mr. Stuart Walker, the managing director
of South Eastern Nursing Homes, is already
substantially involved in the control of
Colesdane, a residential home for the elderly
at Harrietsham, in Kent, and the Chegworth
Nursing Home in Surrey. In addition to

completing the arrangements for Westbury,
he is presently negotiating for a fourth
establishment and has a choice between one
at Epsom and another at Leith Hill.

His interest in nursing homes dates from
1976, when, from the personal experiences
of close relatives, he came to recognise the
limitations of the facilities then available
in and around his home area. In that year,
and not without difficulty, he accumulated
sufficient funds to found the original
Chegworth. Speaking to the Hampshire
Chronicle last week, Mr. Walker said that
his aim was to be part of the community,
making every possible use of local purchasing
facilities and the services of local tradesmen.
He did not want to become some kind of
lofty and splendidly isolated unit.

When Westbury becomes operational
the initial capacity will be about 20 patients
and this, by degrees, will increase to 40.
Accommodation will all be completely
self-contained and equipped with its own
bathroom, colour television and inter-
communication. Patients will take their
meals in their own compartment or in the
dining hall, as suits them best. Hairdressing,
for both men and women, physiotherapy,
occupational therapy and the services of a
chiropodist will be available.

A certain amount of structural work will
be required before the first patient is received
in about three months time.

The advertisement for staff which appeared
in the Hampshire Chronicle a fortnight ago
and which was the first indication that the
village received of something being afoot,
brought over 70 immediate responses; and
Mr. Walker said that this kind of result was
far beyond anything he had experienced in
similar circumstances elsewhere. Taking part-
time working into account, it is anticipated

that, by the time 30 patients are in residence,
the total staff, both indoor and out, will
number between 45 and 55. Of these, eight
will be nursing staff on duty during the day,
six during the evening and three at night.
There will be a resident matron and, in due
course, possibly a deputy matron. The chef
will also be resident and a housekeeper is
being appointed.

The Director of Nursing, with
responsibility throughout the group, Mrs.
Jean Price, trained at Epsom District
Hospital, and as a staff nurse, specialised
in the care of coronary and acute medical
patients. Later, at Dorking General Hospital,
she was Sister in the acute medical ward,
and has also had considerable experience in
hospital caring for the elderly.

“I like old people”, she said, “and I am
also very keen to teach young people. I look
forward to have a number of 17-year-olds at
Westbury who, being interested in nursing
as a career, will be getting their year’s pre-
nursing experience with us before going
on to hospital. The qualified nurses on the
Westbury staff will need to be people who are
willing to teach. I shall not be engaging any
that won't.” Mrs. Price added that Westbury
would cater for post-operative eye care and
cases of cataract.

Thus Westbury House, which, for well
over 50 years has echoed to the sound of
youngsters on the threshold of life, is soon
to re-open to the benefit of those who stand
in need of an entirely different form of care.
In doing so, it will provide much-needed
employment in a village with very little work
to offer, particularly to its womenfolk; and
it will be a source of satisfaction that this
splendid house will continue to bear no less
a dignity than in days gone by.’
